Which in this 

day and time, would 

not be enough, should 

a case be brought 

against us as individu-

als, in the event an inci-

dent were to occur  

leaving the Bar. 

 

Actually we thought we 

were completely cov-

ered until we attended 

a POAVA (Property Own-

ers Association of Vir-

ginia) meeting which 

happened, on this oc-

casion, to focus on as-

sociation liabilities. Two 

members of the outgo-

ing board refused to 

sign for a club license 

because of this. Ac-

cording to the Virginia 

ABC Board, to get a 

club license, all mem-

bers of the board have 

to sign. When you think 

about the conse-

quences you canõt get 

angry at any member 

who does not want to 

take that risk. 

 

The present board is 

doing all it can to keep 

the clubhouse open. 

Individual members are 

personally going into 

their pocketbooks to 

pay for weekend li-

censes and DJ Wayne.

Let me start off by  stat-

ing that your IACT 

Board of Directors has 

been working around 

the clock to catch up. 

Since the start of this 

new board in late Sep-

tember we have been 

working on making revi-

sions to the 2009-

2010 budget, insur-

ance renewals, the 

leasing of the trading 

post, preparing for the 

auditors who began 

their work on Novem-

ber 23rd, hours of op-

eration during the holi-

days, renewal of trash 

contracts, meeting with 

the President on per-

sonnel actions, con-

tracts for pothole re-

pairs, tax foreclosure 

auction, important 

dates calendar for 

board, making appoint-

ments to our various 

committees, i.e. site 

control, judiciary, ad-

missions, and election 

committees, making 

plans for the employ-

ees and owners Christ-

mas parties and the 

Gala New Yearõs Eve 

Dinner Affair. Weõve 

had to retain the ser-

vices of an attorney be-

cause there are too 

many legal issues for 

this corporation not to 

be protected by attor-

ney/client interactions. 

Whenever an attorney 

attends any meetings 

sponsored by IACT that 

attorney is there for the 

corporation and not for 

any single member. 

The by-laws wonõt per-

mit any single director 

to have legal represen-

tation for self, at IACTõs 

expense. 

 

Further, the board has 

been working to keep 

activities going in the 

adult clubhouse until a 

firm decision is made 

whether or not to lease 

or try and continue to 

run the business from 

in-house. The major 

p r o b l em  c e n t e r s 

around getting banquet 

licenses. The majority 

of the membership has 

expressed concerns 

over liability for individ-

ual Directors. According 

to the ABC License 

Board, these licenses 

signed by directors, car-

ries a financial liability 

to individual directors 

should an incident oc-

cur on their watch.
