MESSAGE TO ALL IACT PROPERTY OWNERS

We have noticed that the majority of vandalisms which takes place in and around our Campground
takes place on the Holiday Weekends when we have an abundance of guest(s) on site. Our
Maintenance/Custodial Departments have worked hard fixing up our Campground and Comfort
Stations. The weekend of 215t of May, the following Comfort Stations were vandalized:

¢« 2B-Broken windows

¢« 2C-Holes punched in walls, partitions torn down

¢ 14A-Feces smeared on walls

¢ 14C-Mirrors broken, screens torn out and feces in the shower

e 13B-Outside lights busted out

e 3-Soap dispensers torn from wall and destroyed, liquid in dispensers poured on floor, punched

holes in wall, tore down shower curtains

Over the Memorial Day Weekend, the following Comfort Stations were vandalized:
¢ 2C-Was hit again
¢ 17A-Holes knocked in the walls
¢ 6B-Rods torn down on ladies side
¢« 14B-Holes knocked in the walls

Over the 4th of July Weekend, the following Comfort Stations were vandalized:
¢ 5A-Holes knocked in walls
¢ 8A-Partition between urinals broken off wall

Vandalism on these weekends are becoming very costly. It’s expensive to repair the damage done to
these Comfort Stations. New fixtures have to be obtained and installed, walls, torn down rods, broken
mirrors and broken windows have to be purchased and installed. On many occasions, some of these
Comfort Stations have to be closed. Time spent on repairs and putting these Comfort Stations back in
operation could well be spent working on other areas in need around our Campground.

Property Owners are asked to monitor their guest(s) and children to insure that they understand the
consequences of being caught vandalizing IACT property.

A reward will be offered to anyone who can identify the culprits, as they will be prosecuted. Owners
are asked to be on the alert. Take numbers from golf carts and call Security 540-582-5532 when you
witness acts of vandalism.

We ask you to be on the lookout for motorbikes and golf carts that trash the area leading off the Golf
Course (Glen 11) behind the Swimming Pools and the Recreation Center. Try to identify the golf carts
and/or motorbikes by numbers affixed to the vehicles and then immediately call the IACT Security
Department. We can only reduce these acts of vandalism with your help. These acts are costing all of
us as owners.

All motorized vehicles such as
golf carts, ATV’s, dirt bikes, motor scooters, mini dune buggies and fun carts if not
registered with the IACT Security Department

Also, all vehicles that were registered prior to the Resolution put in place on April 22,
2006 without Glen & Lot number will also be fined

-Property Owners and guests need to be aware
that both automatic gates at Security (entering & exiting property) only permits one (1)
vehicle at a time to go through
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MESSAGE TO ALL IACT PROPERTY OWNERS

Lately, complaints have been coming in from Property Owners concerning overflowing honey pots on
individual campsites. Any excrement, bathwater and/or dishwater flowing to the ground is unhealthy
and is a serious offense. Clorox and lime won’t prevent the smell and germs that may derive from
these runoffs.

According to Indian Acres Site Control Regulations revised March 11, 2007, the following applies:

1) No sewage or waste disposal structures, systems or operations (of a permanent or
temporary nature) shall be permitted on any funstead other than the approved waste
containers (as required by the State Health Department).

2) All sewage from camping units (including sink and shower waste) must be discharged into
an approved on-site sewer or held in holding tanks on the camping unit until disposal at an
approved dumping station, or held in a small portable sealed container (as approved by the
State Health Department) until disposal at an approved dumping station or slop sink.

3) A $50.00 (or $10.00 per day) assessment will be imposed for improper sewage, sink and
shower waste disposal. Such violations include discharge onto the ground, sub-surface or
into a stream, river, lake, ditch or open bucket.

4) The sewer hose between the camping vehicle drain and the holding tank shall be watertight,
and shall be of flexible, non-collapsible, corrosion and weather-resistant material of suitable
diameter to fit the camping vehicle drain. Its lower end shall be secured into the holding
tank with a gasket of rubber or other suitable material. All joints shall be effected so as to
prevent the leakage of sewage, odor or prevent the entrance of rodents. Revised 3/11/07

5) The following methods of disposing of sewage ARE PROHIBITED: Discharging onto the
Ground, sub-surface or into a Stream, River, Lake, Ditch, or Open Bucket.

6) Where accidental spillage has occurred, Lime or other similar Agent shall be IMMEDIATELY
applied to prevent unpleasant odors and an UNSANITARY CONDITION.

7) If Sewage violations are not corrected by date in notice, each 24 HOUR PERIOD such
violation continues shall be considered a new violation.

The disposal and/or placing of any type of OIL PETROLEUM PRODUCTS within the Campground (funstead,
service driveways, community areas, lakes, rivers, etc.) is strictly prohibited.

Time is running out to repair all tears and leaks to your trailers and
improvements. By repairing them in a timely manner, it will prevent further
damage.

We are trying to remove the old metal sheds and old dilapidated trailers from
IACT. If your improvement is a little worn down, give it a little TLC. By
grabbing a can of paint or stain and taking a little time will help us all look
great!

TACT BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

A Special Meeting of the IACT Board of Directors was held on Saturday, July 9, 2011 in the IACT Board Room.

The Chairman, at the beginning of the meeting made the following statement for the record: “Each year the
Board compiles a calendar of Board activities for the year. The 2010/2011 calendar was approved at the
October 2010 meeting.

The Workshop Session was on the calendar for July 9t. Business to be discussed at the Workshop Session
included the Annual Budget. Added to the agenda was the Committee report and Trading Post. All of this
was to be held in Executive Session. Since final action cannot be taken in the Workshop Session, the Chair
called for a Special Meeting to go along with the Workshop Session. This was so that action could be taken if
necessary.

QUORUM CALL: CHAD BROWN, Chad D. Brown (President), Shirley A. Dorsey (Corporate Secretary), Kenyon
Parker, Jr. (Treasurer)-BY PHONE, Marilyn Prather (1st Vice President/Assistant Treasurer), Robert Sibert,
Donna Walthall (2rd Vice President/Assistant Secretary)-BY PHONE, Chester E. Waters and Lillian Cooper-
Wiggins (Chairperson).

ABSENT: Virginia Baker

Also present at the request of the Chair, was Wanda Cushman, Acting Administrator and Shelley Smith, IACT
Bookkeeper.

The Chairman also brought to the attention of the Board information expressed by some owners, which was
misleading about the Resolution regarding the children’s playground, which was also published on the
internet site, Facebook. The $20,000 that the Board voted out for the purchase of playground equipment
was allocated for the purchase of more culvert pipes to build up our infrastructure because we were having
so many breaks in the ground where culvert pipes were eroded. This included fixing the entrances to the
roads leading to IACT and the Dams. It was made clear that the funds went for culvert pipes and not for
legal expense as was mistakenly conveyed to Property Owners.

The Board reviewed the ballot & proxy for the upcoming Election. No major changes were made to the
ballot or proxy forms. It was recommended that under write-in votes to take off number four (4) because
the Board only has three (3) vacancies. There were no suggested changes to proxy.

COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT

The County Health Department came to Indian Acres on July 28t following up on a complaint from a
Property Owner who was concerned about leaking raw sewage from a neighbor’s lot. The overflow was
coming from a jonnie pot that was full. There was also damage to the hose, as well as the jonnie pot.
Fortunately for IACT, we had documentation which showed that we were on top on the case and that we had
notified the Property Owner as well as issuing them a $50 fine and 24-hour notice to correct and cleanup
the ground by placing lime, several times around the affected area. We will be investigating other
complaints concerning sewage leakage. Not only is it a State violation, but also a violation of IACT rules and
regulations. Also remember that owners are not allowed to bury jonnie pots or other sewage disposal
underground. The Health Department indicated that this is also a violation of county regulations.

MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT,

Remember August 1, 2011 is the cutoff date for owners to pay in full their dues in order to vote in this year’s election for the
IACT Board of Directors.

So far, the Camping Season is going well. We have had several different activities for both children and adults. The
Swimming Pools have been opened and I hope all the pool people like the new lounge chairs that were bought this year along
with the nice bright red and blue umbrellas at the tables for some shade for the swimmers on hot sunny days. On August
13th we are planning a Family Night Swim Party for everyone to enjoy. The Pool will stay open until 10pm that night. Plus, on
August 20th we will be having another Family Swim event at the pool. We will be having music, playing lots of pool games
and there will be free hot dogs and something cold to drink. This will go on until 11pm. Also, this day we will be celebrating
our Back to School Event.

I hope everyone enjoyed our 4t of July celebration this year. It was a challenging event this year because at the last minute
we had to do some major changes because of a new law passed by the State. We had to change the location of the fireworks
display to the only location that was approved by the fire marshal and that was by the Tee Pee area. I want to thank all of the
IACT staff for coming together as a team and making this event happen. It was nice to see everybody gather around the Tee
Pee area to listen to Michael Jackson impersonator play for our Family Day event. Plus, for all those Elvis fans out there, on
Labor Day Michael Hoover will be playing here.

Perhaps you have noticed that we have a water problem up by the Trading Post. It is an underground water break. PO River
Water and Sewer and our Maintenance Staff have been working together to correct this problem. This only reiterates the fact
that we must begin some serious planning to work on IACT infrastructure. As I have mentioned before, IACT is over 40 years
old and we are beginning to start some major repairs. Our amenities need attention as repairs are necessary to eliminate
their depreciation in value. For instance, the Trading Post needs to have a drop ceiling installed with insulation so we can
heat and cool that building at a lower cost. There is other immediate work that needs to be done in this building also.

Another problem that we have been working on is remodeling and fixing up 17B Comfort Station. We are installing all new
petitions for the toilets and for the showers as well as putting in new sinks and hanging new mirrors. Years ago a car hit the
front wall of this Comfort Station and this will have to be addressed before this total renovation is completed. Before
completion, we will have given the Comfort Station a fresh new coat of paint, new roof and additional gravel as well.

At the moment, we are working on our AC units for the Recreation Center and at the Clubhouse. Hopefully, we will manage to
get through this Camping Season without having to replace a unit.

We are fast approaching Labor Day and we will be saying farewell to the Summer Camping Season this year as Labor Day
signals the end of the camping season at Indian Acres. The pools will be closing on September 5t for the season. For all you
snowbirds and other Property Owners that are leaving the Acres in September, you will be able to place your tarps over your
trailers and sheds and other items to cover them for the winter. As a reminder, the Clubhouse will be open on Saturday
evenings during the winter with BYOB. The restaurant will also be opened so watch for the hours to be posted for the winter.

During my term as President, I have worked with staff, particularly the Maintenance Department, Acting Administrator and
outside contractors to help repair, replace and improve the IACT infrastructure. As you all know, cleaning up the acres has
been a top priority of mine. We have removed over 280 abandoned trailers, several abandoned cars, a few junk golf carts and
other unsightly things on abandoned lots. Please keep in mind it is going to take time, money, and dedication from not only
Management but Property Owners as well to make Indian Acres a better campground.

We have another Neighbors Helping Neighbors Cleanup Campaign scheduled for August 19t, 20t & 21st. The Maintenance
yard will be open from 7am to 4 pm so you may bring your trash debris and large items during those hours.

On August the 27t and 28t we will be having our last Open House for the year so let's all pull together and welcome new
Property Owners to our campground.
